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ABSTRACT

All UTMJ original research and literature review submissions require an abstract with a 300 maximum word limit.  The entire manuscript double spaced using a 12 point Arial font.  The abstract should be a self-contained summary of the work performed and ideally 1 paragraph in length.  It should explain the context of the problem or purpose of the research/review, briefly explain the methods used for original research submissions, and highlight the relevant major scientific and/or clinical findings.  One major conclusion should be emphasized. 
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MANUSCRIPT TEXT

Original research and review submissions should not exceed 5,000 words (main text, figure and table captions inclusive).  Relevant manuscript sections for original research may include Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion and Conclusions.  Relevant manuscript sections for review articles may use the authors’ discretion and could include Introduction, Background, Future Outlook, and Conclusions.
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
